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CORRIGAN-CAMDEN BULLDOG BAND HANDBOOK

Every successful organization has a set of rules that it must follow. If it does not, it is likely success will not be forthcoming. The following rules and regulations apply to everyone in band, and are simply to insure that the CCHS Band becomes one of the best bands in the State of Texas.
CCHS BAND

The Corrigan-Camden High School Band is a competing organization, offered as part of the curriculum of Corrigan-Camden High School and Junior High School. Band is a full-year course. There are currently no audition requirements to be a member of the band. Please remember, that in signing up for band, you are making a commitment to contribute to the organization. You are expected to follow through on your commitment.
CORRIGAN-CAMDEN BULLDOG BAND PHILOSOPHY
We believe that all students can learn to play a musical instrument to the level which represents their ability. Just as music enriches student’s lives with opportunities for self-expression, creativity, emotional and aesthetic development, membership and participation in this organization will be an opportunity for students to learn valuable life skills such as responsibility, commitment, goal setting, self-discipline, teamwork, and leadership. It is the philosophy of this band program to use these opportunities as our goals and to use music to help make our students intelligent, sensitive members of adult society. It is also the philosophy of this program to see that all students have a right to pursue an interest in music, and that all students interested will be given the opportunity to pursue and develop their interest in music. However, students must do their part in order to continue their pursuit in music. Students must do what is expected of them and maintain proper self-discipline if they wish to continue.  Music is an important element in the quality of everyday life - constantly around us on radio, television, movies, retail stores, and due to its prevalence in our society, the teaching of music is recognized as an important part of the traditional curriculum. Our goal is to provide the very best atmosphere for students to achieve the goals that are set before them.

I - ELIGIBILITY
Eligibility to participate in the Corrigan-Camden High School Band Program will be governed by regulations as set by the Texas Legislature, Texas Education Agency, the State Board of Education, the Corrigan-Camden Independent School District Board Policies, University Interscholastic League, the Association of Texas Small School Bands, and the Texas Music Educators Association. 

PASSING ALL SUBJECTS - In order to be eligible to participate in an extracurricular activity event for a six-weeks period following the initial six-weeks period of a school year, a student ... must not have a recorded grade average lower than 70 on a scale of 0 to 100 in any course for that preceding six weeks period, unless the grade is in a course that is designated as an honors or advanced class under the criteria as stated in the Texas Administrative Code and Statutory Citations. This applies to all UIL sanctioned events such as football games, marching competitions, region band auditions, and solo and ensemble contest. 

SUSPENSION OF STUDENTS FROM PERFORMANCE PARTICIPATION - A student ... (conditions above)... shall be suspended from participating in any extra-curricular performance activity event during the succeeding grading period until the end of a three week period in during which such student achieves a course grade average of 70 in each course. Such suspension shall become effective seven days after the last day of the grading period during which the grade lower than 70 was earned. Re-instatement shall occur seven days after the official three-week grade check period or the end of a grading period in which all subject are passed with a grade of at least 70.
II. PERFORMING ORGANIZATIONS
MARCHING BAND 

The marching band is comprised of all Corrigan-Camden High School and Junior High School Band students in the fall. The group performs at football games, pep-rallies, parades, marching competitions, and many community events.  While there is no limit to the number of students that may participate, the marching unit will be made available only to those students who do what is expected of them. Those students who are punctual and do not miss rehearsal will have first priority when selecting marching positions. Students who have an excessive amount of unexcused absences from rehearsal will not be allowed to march and will most likely become an alternate. All performances and rehearsals are mandatory. Each student will be given a schedule of rehearsals and performances at the beginning of school. Every student and parent will sign a form to turn in that states that he/she will be at each and every performance. There will be NO excused absences other than family related emergencies or severe illness.
CONCERT BAND 
The Concert Band is available to all band students (Grades 8-12) in the spring semester. The student’s conduct, attendance, and eligibility will also be considered when being selected. Most rehearsals are held during school.  Sectionals will be held for each section one day a week before or after school. Attendance is mandatory. Concert black dress is required for concert season. 

Men: Black dress coat, white tuxedo shirt with buttons, black dress pants, black bowtie and black dress shoes with black socks. No marching shoes allowed. Also a black belt is to be worn. 

Women: Solid black dress pants with a solid black top (no tank tops and shirt must be sleeved) or a solid black dress (must be knee length and sleeved), solid black closed toe shoes and jewelry is allowed according to student handbook.

II - UNIFORMS, EQUIPMENT, FACILITIES

The band department will furnish you with the necessary uniforms, equipment, music and use of certain facilities. This section will deal with your procurement of these items and with your use and responsibilities of such items. 


UNIFORMS

It shall be considered the highest honor to be allowed to wear the uniform of the Corrigan-Camden Bulldog Band. In order to insure that the uniform remains an item of respect, we have established the following guidelines for its use: 

1) Band shoes will need to be purchased by the student. The shoes are purchased in this manner to insure uniformity of style, color, etc. This is usually a one-time fee for all years while in the marching band. 

2) Band shirts need to be worn to all performances and be worn underneath the uniform. These shirts must be purchased by the student. This shirt will be used for warm weather games, summer activities, and possibly some concerts. Proper care and cleaning of the shirt is expected. 

3) The school will be responsible for the cleaning of uniforms turned in at the end of the school year. Uniforms returned prior to that time must be turned in dry-cleaned or a $7.50 cleaning fee will be assessed. During the year if the uniform becomes soiled the student will be responsible for getting it dry cleaned. Never wash any part of the uniform.
CARE OF THE UNIFORM: 

1) The uniform you wear is a direct reflection of your attitude towards the band program. A dirty, wrinkled uniform being displayed by a band member is a reflection that the band member does not have PRIDE in his participation! Keep the uniform dry, on its hanger, and in the bag when not in use. 
2) Following a performance at which the uniform is worn, when removing the uniform, hang it up. Do not throw it down in a pile or wad it up. A uniform bag is provided for this specific use -- use it!! ALL UNIFORMS will be stored at the band hall in the assigned room. 
3) If alteration is needed to insure a proper fit of the uniform, please DO NOT cut any material from any part of the uniform. A sewn alteration is permissible. If you do not feel that you can alter the uniform, have a professional do it for you. 
4) To clean the shakos - DO NOT DRY CLEAN - Use a damp sponge and allow the hat to dry completely before storing in the hat box. 

5) If any part of the uniform should become wet or damp, do not pack the uniform in the hanging bag until it has a chance to dry completely.

6) Fees for the each individual uniform part are as follows: Jacket and pants are $30 each, Shakos are $20, Uniform bag is $10, Sashes, Hat box, and the rope are $5 each and the Collars and Hangers are $2 each. Please treat your uniform with respect and care. Nobody can afford to replace a $100+ uniform. 

BAND FEE

The following list is what each student is to pay for the entire year. This list includes necessities for the success of the band program. This is a one-time fee. Payment can be made in either cash or check made out to Corrigan -Camden High School Band. If you are paying with a check, please have your DL# and a phone number on the check.
Band Shirt - $10.00

Marching Shoes – $25.00

Gloves - $5.00
Total = $40.00
BAND INSTRUMENTS

1) School owned instruments will be available for all instruments and all students.
2) Reeds will not be provided with school owned instruments. These items can be purchased at the band hall or through a music store. 
3) School owned instruments can be checked out from the band department at the appointed times during summer band, or upon enrollment into the program.

4) The issue of school owned equipment will be done on a contract basis with the student assuming all responsibility for the use, storage, and damage to the instrument. This includes monetary responsibility for all repairs. 
5) If it is deemed that a student is failing to meet the proper care needed to maintain the instrument in working order or if a student abuses the instrument, the student may lose the privilege of using any equipment furnished by the school, and will be responsible for any monetary cost in repairs or replacement. 
6) School owned equipment will be stored in the assigned storage area, and will be kept in its case (properly stored) with the case closed and latched.  If at any time the equipment is seen not being taken care of the instrument will be taken up and the student will pay a fee of $5 to get the instrument back in their possession.


THE FACILITIES 


Each band member should do his best to keep the band hall in the best shape possible. With almost 50 band students using the band hall each day, there are some guidelines that students must follow: 

1) GUM, CANDY, FOOD and/or DRINKS are not permitted in the band hall, or any room associated with the band hall at anytime. (Socials and controlled activities may be excluded) Water in bottled containers will be permitted. 
2) DO NOT write on the chalkboards, music stands, walls or any other surface not designed for such activity. 
3) DO NOT move chairs and stands from or to rooms, or in the rooms without specific instructions to do so. 
4) DO NOT touch, move, or use any equipment that does not belong to you or is not checked out to you! 
5) The music library room, the uniform room, storage rooms, booster room, and percussion room are off limits to students unless the student is authorized by the director to use that room. 
6) The band hall telephone is a business line and is not to be used for personal calls during school hours. There is a phone in the school office for your use. The band hall telephone will be available for calls after school hours.  In cases of extreme emergencies, the band hall telephone may be used. This decision will be left up to the discretion of the director. 

III - REHEARSALS
Rehearsals are the lifeblood of the band program. It is during the rehearsals that all instructional materials will be discussed, passed out and/or used. Rehearsals are your time to learn all you can about your active and successful membership in the band program. It is of the utmost importance that you attend all rehearsals in order to be current and updated on all of the latest happenings. One rehearsal can make the difference of your success or failure on a given mastery or assignment. In order to organize our rehearsals so that we get the maximum benefit from the precious time, there must be some guidelines to follow: 

1) Be on time, at the right time, in place, at the right place! This includes being in your seat with your instrument ready to play once the tardy bell rings. 

2) Do not play your instrument before rehearsal. It is important that we all warm-up together. A proper warm-up will help you in gaining endurance rather than wasting your embouchure on an improper warm-up. 

3) When a director, drum major, or guest clinician steps onto the podium, all talking must cease and you must give your undivided attention to that person. This also applies for marching field practice. The quicker you respond to beginning rehearsals, the faster the objectives can be obtained and the further the band program can go with the allotted time. 

4)  Acceptable reasons for excused absences are:

a) temporary personal illness (with a doctor’s note, a doctors note is mandatory/no parent notes); 
b) serious illness or death in the family;
c) absences caused by legitimate religious reasons as defined in state law;
d) weddings, involving close family members, not to exceed two days;
e) dangerous roads or weather conditions;

f) absences due to academic reasons
 

5) Absences will not be excused for the following: 

a) work or job related activities; 
b) activities that are not school related; 
c) truancy. 


6) All absences will require WRITTEN NOTE from your parent(s) or legal guardian following your absence with an explanation of the absence, except for illness which requires a doctors note.

7) Leave all personal belongings, backpacks, instrument cases, etc in the storage areas. Keep the rehearsal space clear. 

8) Always have a pencil for rehearsal as there will always be information given in class. 

9) Read the board for information concerning trips, rehearsal schedules, and other class related business. 

IV - PERFORMANCES
Any performance by the band is an important representation of the band program, the school, and of our community. Whenever the band is to perform, it will be a required activity for all eligible participants. Your reputation as well as that of the band program is scrutinized each time the band appears in public. It is necessary to have guidelines governing these activities and appearances: 

1) Absences from performances will be considered under the same plan as rehearsals, except for any absence to be considered excused, PRIOR NOTICE must be given and a WRITTEN NOTE from a parent or guardian submitted following the absence. 

2) Policies for Student Participation in High School/ Junior High School Band- 

A. Students shall receive grades for participation in all performances, which take place outside the normal school day. 

B. Students will be excused from participation in performances in the event of personal illness, family emergency, or dangerous travel conditions. Students will be expected to notify their teachers in advance of all absences from performances. In the case of a sudden emergency, which makes prior notification impossible, a letter from the parent explaining the circumstances must be sent with the student upon return to school. A determination will then be made whether the absence from the performance is to be excused. 

C. Performances are graded activities. Students who have an unexcused absence from a performance will receive a "zero" for that activity. 

D. Students who are habitually absent from performances for unexcused reasons or due to ineligibility may, at the director's discretion, be removed from the marching block.  Students may be removed from the band program at the end of the year if they are unable or unwilling to participate in band activities, or are ineligible because of grades on a continuing basis. 

F. Directors may make additional requirements of students in regard to dress, grooming, behavior and preparation for performances. 

G. At the beginning of the school year, students and parents will receive a calendar of performances, which have been scheduled at that time. Updates and revisions will be announced as far in advance as possible to allow students and parents an opportunity to make necessary adjustments to their schedules. 

H. Each student enrolled in a secondary band program will be provided a copy of this handbook and an acknowledgment to be signed by the student and his/her parent or legal guardian and returned to the band director. 

V- BAND TRIPS
Traveling to and from activities is a necessary functional part of the band program's curriculum. Transporting a large number of people to and from activities is a monumental task. To insure the safety and sanity of all involved, a few guidelines have been set.

TRAVEL BEHAVIOR EXPECTATIONS

1. Be on your best behavior at all times. You will be expected to follow sponsors’ and directors’ instructions while on the bus and at all band functions. Trips are an extension of the classroom.

2. Students must follow student handbook policies at all times. Violation of these policies will result in disciplinary action as stated in the student handbook and any additional action deemed appropriate by the directors.

3. School dress code must be followed at all times or you will not be allowed to travel with the band. Appropriate attire for out of town football games will be a band shirt and the bottom half of the band uniform. For longer trips students can wear shorts or jeans.  Do not disrobe in public unless you have proper attire on underneath your uniform!

4. Tape players, CD players, and other forms of personal entertainment are permitted on the bus only with headphones. If charter buses are used movies may be brought by the student that are rated G, PG, or PG-13 only. 

5. Clean up your mess on the bus and in the stands. Your space is your responsibility! Pick up your trash!

6. Sit in the seats of the bus in the appropriate manner. Remain seated while the bus is in motion.

7. Only use the emergency exit of the bus if there is an emergency. Only enter and exit from the front of the bus.

8. While at the stadium stay in your assigned seat in your section. 

9. Stay in full uniform unless given permission to do otherwise.

10. Before half-time file down the stairs single file and assemble in the designated area. During the other band’s performance you should be quiet and attentive. Be a polite audience. After half-time file back into the stands and put your plumes in their cases and go to your seat until everyone has filed back into the stands.  

11. Students may ride home with parents.  All we ask is that we have on file a written note from your parent before the game and that a sponsor or director talk with your parent after the game and that we personally see you leave with your parents.  Leaving with any other person must be approved by the principal and director in advance and must comply with the policies adopted by the Corrigan-Camden ISD School Board.

12. Have pride in yourself and the band. This is YOUR program. Make it something to be proud of!

VI. BAND BOOSTERS

As the parent of a band member, parents are automatically members of the Corrigan-Camden Band Boosters. The purpose of the Corrigan-Camden Band Boosters is to support the Bulldog Band in its yearly endeavors. Their efforts are helping to make the Bulldog Band one of the best programs in the state. This handbook lacks the appropriate space to list the many tasks the boosters tackle in order to aid the program. Members of the boosters can volunteer as chaperones on band trips, football games, assist in fundraising, sewing, or any other activity that furthers the educational and performance goals of the Bulldog band. The band boosters will meet once a month in the high school band hall. 

VII. DISCIPLINE PLAN

RULES FOR BAND

1. Follow instructions the first time they are given.

2. Have all necessary equipment and supplies at each rehearsal and performance. This would include, but not limited to, instrument, reeds, oil, pencil, sticks, mallets, music, flip-folders, uniforms, socks, shoes, etc. 

3. Be in your assigned position unless given permission to do otherwise.

4. Remain quiet while the director is working with the band, sections, or individuals.

5. Treat others with respect.

6. Illegal substances such as drugs, alcohol, or tobacco will NOT be tolerated. If a student is found with possession of any of these substances immediate action will be taken and will be reported to school administration, the school board, and if needed local law enforcement.

7. Play off all music on or before the assigned time. Failure to do so will first result in a lower grade, followed by removal from the drill.
8. Additional classroom rules will be clearly listed in the band hall. 

CONSEQUENCES

1. Verbal warning.

2. Last to leave classroom.

3. Loss of break and/or loss of third quarter privileges.

4. Referral to office.

5. Parent conference

DEMERITS

Demerits will be issued for being late (1), being out of uniform (2), unexcused absence to a rehearsal or sectional (3), and not following instructions given by the director (1).

All demerits will need to be worked off by the end of each week or the student will not be allowed to perform/travel with the band for the next event.

Because band counts as a P.E. credit, students will work demerits off through physical activity. The student may choose to do 1 of the following to work off 1 demerit:


1.) 1 lap around the track


2.) 25 push-ups


3.) 25 sit-ups

VIII. GRADING POLICY
The grade is determined by many factors, most of which is attendance and punctuality. The grade consists of the following:  Class Participation, Music Check-off, After School Rehearsal Attendance, and Performance Attendance. 

The grade is broken down as follows:

CLASS PARTICIPATION
Class participation comprises 30% of the final grade.  Class participation includes:  Having all materials, and working well during rehearsal.

10 points a day x 5 days = 50 per week

50 points a week x 6 weeks = 300 Points

MUSIC CHECK-OFF
Each student will be expected to play performance music for the director and/or drum major. (Music check-off procedures will be discussed in class.) Music check-off is worth 15% of the final grade. 

AFTER/BEFORE SCHOOL REHEARSAL ATTENDANCE
In addition to the class work, students are required to attend all after school rehearsals and performances. After/Before school rehearsal attendance is worth 25% of the final grade. (An unexcused absence from rehearsal will lower the Final grade 5 Points.) 
We practice every morning (during football season/until the end of contest) at 7:00 AM. There will also be one after school rehearsal each Monday from 4:00 PM – 6:00 PM (during football season/until the end of contest) 

PERFORMANCE ATTENDANCE
High school band is a performing organization; therefore, performance is the most important aspect of the band grade.

Performance attendance is worth (30%) of the final grade. (Any unexcused absence from a performance will lower the Final grade 10 Points.) If you are ill, you must contact the band director immediately by cell phone. It must be a parent that contacts the band director. A note the day after the performance will not count towards an excused absence. 

TARDINESS

Since our time is limited, we simply have to start on time.  It takes a while for a student to get everything they need and to be in their place. For this reason, you should always arrive at a performance 20 minutes before the call time. Students are given plenty of time to get to their assigned spot during the regular school day (discussed later in rehearsal procedures). Students who are not in their spot at the time designated by director (rehearsal or performance) will have 1 point removed from their final grade. Only the band director will excuse tardies. Also, a student who leaves rehearsal early (unexcused) will have 1 point removed from their final grade. 

Lettering Requirements

In order for a student to earn a Letter Award for the Bulldog Band, the student must have marched with the HS band for 2 years. Freshman who have marched with the band since their 8th grade year will receive their Letter Jackets at the end of their sophomore year, unless they make the All-Region Band and/or receive a “1” rating at Solo and Ensemble; whichever comes first. If a student has moved in from another school, they must either: March for 2 years in our band, or be at least a junior and march 1 year in our band. A student who transfers their senior year and marches will receive their jacket at the end of the year. All students who receive a letterman jacket that is purchased by the school will be required to remain in band for their entire academic instruction at CCHS. If they so choose to leave the band program, they have two choices. They may either pay the fee that the school bought the jacket for or they can leave the jacket with the band director until they graduate high school. If the student must leave band for ACADEMIC reasons, certain restrictions apply. 

IX. INSPECTION
Band students will be inspected before each performance. (Especially marching performances)  If a student fails inspection, he/she will not be allowed to perform and will have points deducted from their grade.

The criteria for inspection is as follows:

X. TRY-OUT PROCESS

Try-outs for the fall semester will be conducted in the spring. A panel of visiting judges will conduct the try-out process. Results will be announced at the band banquet in May. There are certain qualifications to be able to try out for section leader and drum major. 

A. SECTION LEADER


1. Must have been in the marching band for 1 year.


2. Must pass a grade check with all teachers.


3. Must have teacher recommendations. 


4. Must have an interview with the band director as well as a marching audition.


5. Must complete a questionnaire. 

B. DRUM MAJOR


1. Must have been in the marching band for 2 years and be a sophomore, junior or senior. 


2. Must pass a grade check with all teachers.


3. Must have teacher recommendations. 


4. Must have an interview with the band director as well as a marching audition.


5. Must complete a questionnaire. 


6. Must complete a conducting seminar with the panel.

RELEASE AND CONSENT TO TREATMENT
I hereby release the Corrigan-Camden Independent School District, its trustees, general superintendent, employees, and servants from any and all liability, damages, or claims resulting from such student being allowed to travel and/or participate in school-approved field trips, and I agree to hold them harmless from any damages or claims which might arise from injuries out of any act or omission on the part of the District, other than negligence in the operation of a motor vehicle, or the use of excessive force in the administration of discipline, pursuant to Article 6252-19 of Texas Tort Claims Act, and Section 21.912 of the Texas Education Code, as a result of such trip or activity.

In the event that the above-named student should, for any reason, require any minor medical or surgical treatment and/or medication while participating in approved field trip activities, I authorize the staff to take my child to an emergency room of the nearest hospital, and I further authorize the hospital and its medical staff to administer treatment as deemed necessary by them for the well-being of said student.
